Job Role Background:

You will be managing a highly motivated team to deliver both the homeless day service and a 24hr accommodation services in Bognor. You will have excellent knowledge of homelessness, track record of excellent support work knowledge and good practice, and the drive to want to start to experience leading a frontline housing team.
The role will include management support the clients within the service, of hostel/day centre team members, inducting and supervising volunteers, assisting in the managing of rotas and cover and operating various management systems, including the administration of health and safety requirements. 

The role will be an opportunity to start your management career development. 
The Team Leader will support the development of a multi-agency response to client case working, and facilitate a proactive and sustainable homeless prevention model involving all relevant local services and initiatives. Leading on providing rapid assessment and support to clients in the community setting and as part of the 24hr accommodation service, to develop effective Pathways for those out of homelessness to both relieve and prevent homelessness.

Principal Duties and Responsibilities:

1. Using a person-centred model and Trauma-Informed Care approach, model for your teams how to work in a more informed way. Model a positive, persistent, proactive and assertive way to get the teams to secure meaningful engagement with clients to bring about sustained outcomes for them; to relieve their homelessness and prevent cyclical rough sleeping or entrenchment.

2. Take a proactive approach towards assertive support and case management. Manage teams working with the identified cohort and other agencies to design & deliver effective interventions that create sustained Pathways out of homelessness and increase engagement with services. 

3. To lead, co-ordinate and manage a team with their own caseload. To audit and ensure the following process: 

· Produce an individual holistic assessment incorporating the views of the client and partners, including risk information, triggers and actions to be taken to minimise the potential impact of risk for the client and staff supporting the client.

· Produce an individual tailored support, action and personalised housing plans with the client and partners that addresses the areas of identified need.

· To work with clients and colleagues to create a Psychologically Informed Environment (PIE) that promotes health and wellbeing.

· Ensure that the voice of the client is heard in all aspects of the case management process and is articulated to all partners involved.  

· Set up and regularly maintain detailed case file audits with properly documented correspondence and evidence of decision-making processes and statutory safeguarding actions.

· Lead and facilitate case reviews quarterly with support worker, client and all professionals linked to their support.

· Complete bi-monthly rough sleeper counts contribute to intelligence in terms of known rough sleeping sites and respond proactively to Streetlink referrals.
4. To work in a flexible manner and tailor the service according to the agreed identified needs of the teams to achieve positive and sustainable success.
5. To support the Manager with the services Health and Safety responsibilities. To include the management that the team meet the statutory KPIs and safety standards for each service:
· Ensure Environmental Risk Assessments on the property are completed, to include all Health and Safety regulations. 
· To ensure all outcomes from H&S checks are followed up, managed and completed in line with P&P.
· To ensure any property defects are reported and undertaken. As the Team leader to maintain a high-quality looking service which is safe and clean.
· To manage, monitor any First Aid needs – 1st aid training, kits, reporting.
· To ensure Fire Risk Assessment Reviewed appropriately. 

· To training good practice in assess risk assessment and management planning for clients upon accessing our services and during their stay – not to be risk adverse and to look at wider good practice and knowledge.

Ensure your teams refer clients to specialist services, such as substance misuse, mental health, welfare rights, medical and legal services as appropriate.  Identify and find solutions to barriers (i.e. in eligibility criteria or approach) which may have prevented those with multiple unmet needs, accessing support services and accommodation.

As a manager, to represent and speak on behalf of the project and clients at various multi agency meetings.  Examples of these include:

· Arun Street Community MAM (Multi Agency Meeting)

· Adult Safeguarding Case Conferences

· Domestic Violence MARAC (Multi Agency Risk Assessment Conference)

To ensure evidence-based practice is adhered to by monitoring and evaluating the support given in the service, including auditing and training teams to:

·   Maintain individual, up to date and accurate client data by inputting information onto Stonepillow’s ‘InForm’ database system. 

·   Produce reports on service outcomes and provision for funders and in house quarterly reviews.

·   Collate and report on quantitative and qualitative data in line with MHCLG, Stonepillow and Arun District Council needs.

To keep well informed of changes and developments in relevant housing, homelessness legislation and benefits. To be engaged in professional development and personal development in the area of Housing and Homelessness

· To be a member of the out-of-hours on call rota, responding to management calls and attendance on site as necessary.
· Undertake any other duties as may be required from time to time commensurate with your status and capabilities.
